Nobles began building castles in Europe in the 800s and 900s

ce. Many of the first castles were like forts, Wealthy people needed
protection from thieves and enemy attacks. Wooden towers, known
as keeps, were built on steep hills. This made it easier to see danger
from far away. It was also more difficult for enemies to attack when
they were going uphill

Some castles had deep ditches called moats around the outside.
Sometimes moats were filled with water. Sometimes they were

dry. The people who lived in the castle used a drawbridge to

cross the moat.

Wood versus stone

Wooden castles were easy and quick to build. But wood burns,
s0 wooden castles could easily go up in flames. Later, castles
were made from stone, with high walls and towers. Some
castles had both inner and outer walls to make it even more
difficult for enemies to get all the way inside.
